If you do not have a tow hitch or tow hook, pro-
ceed to Step 2. 

If your vehicle is equipped with a tow hitch or tow 
hook, you will need to remove it before you remove 
the factory bumper. 

To remove a tow hitch, use a wrench with an 
18mm socket to remove the four (4) bolts that se-
cure it to the bumper and discard them.

If you have a tow hook, use a wrench with an 
18mm socket to remove the three (3) bolts that 
mount it to the bumper and discard them.
